Elizabeth van Welie’s silver medal and Toni Jeffs’s  bronze medal  at the 2002 Commonwealth Games in Manchester – have maintained,  unbroken,  NZ swimming teams’ achievements  at Commonwealth Games,  of at least one medal in each of the seventeen times this event has been held.  

The lean years were 1934, 1938 and 1970  - with one medal apiece.

At  five Games, this tally was doubled – 1930, 1958, 1982, 1998, 2002.

It is perhaps significant that the best years were when the Games were held in New Zealand,   when comparatively large teams offered more opportunities.  

Particularly the ability to field relays.   

Top of the list  was 1990 Commonwealth Games in Auckland,  when 32 swimmers,  four divers and two synchro swimmers  won eight medals.  Two golds, two silvers and four bronze.  Sharing this tally was the 1994 Games team with one gold,  five silver and two bronze medals.

In all – Swimming has claimed 66 Commonwealth swimming (aquatics) medals.
