Auckland  Age Championships – 2002





December /  January

Shifting the open events to a separate meeting to be held in March, and adding a 17 years and over grade to the age-championships proved to be a popular move for the 2002 Auckland championships.





Highlights

Dean Kent’s Games qualifying performance of 4m 20.85s in the 400m medley was the highlight,  as was the blanket finish in the men’s 17/over  50m butterfly when Nicholas Sheeran clocked 25.04s,  and Jonathan Winter 25.24s – so close to the Games standard of 25.00s.

The only New Zealand records were set by Jordyn Mahanga ( Manawatu) in the girls 12years and under breaststroke events.

Her time for the 100m was 1m 16.90s ( was 1m 17.60s by Gemma Davis) and 200m – 2m46.15s (was 2m 46.22s Carissa Thompson)

Six  Auckland records were toppled.

· Nicholas Sheeran  (North Shore) lowered is own 50m men’s butterfly from 25.17 to 25.04s.

· Natalie Bernard (North Shore) sliced 0.05s off her own 200m butterfly for girls 16 years when she clocked 2m 20.10s.

· Glenn Snyders  (North Harbour) made his first appearance in the record books with his   200m breaststroke time  of 2m 31.30s ( was 2m 32.10s by Steven Ferguson)  in the grade for 14 year old boys.

· Kelly Newcombe  (West Auckland Aquatics) claimed Monique Robins 50m backstroke record for 13 year old girls   31.79s ( was 32.05).

· Anna Coughlan (West Auckland Aquatics)  clipped 0.25s off Anna Elvery’s mark for 13 year old girls with her time of 35.97s.

· Jessie Blundell  (North Shore)  Girls 11 years 800m freestyle 10m 06.58s,

Was 10m 11.91 by Brooke Jackson.
