Sixteen New Zealand Records,  2 open and 14 age.

Seventy-one swimmers sharing the 160 gold medals.



Three ways to rank performances – take your pick. 

Sixteen New Zealand Records
Sixteen year old Corney Swanepoel’s two New Zealand open records, and capturing Anthony Mosse’s 100m butterfly time set at the Pan Pacific championships in 1989 when he registered a time of 54.29s, was undoubtedly the highlight of the 2003 national age-group championships at Henderson.
His 100m butterfly time of 53.49s also ranked 14th on last year’s world ranking list, and took 2.60s off the NZ record for 16 year old boys - held by Danyon Loader.

And Corney’s 50m butterfly time of 24.21s was equally as outstanding.

The NZ open mark was set by Jon Winter at the Manchester Commonwealth Games at 24.44s, and the 16 years old boys’ time was held by Andrew McMillan at 25.93s.

Mark Herring was the first to claim the 100m freestyle records for 18 year olds when he clocked 51.38s -  0.02s under the standard time set in 1991 for this event. 

Two fourteen year old girls  upgraded three records – Nicole Goldsmid in the 800m freestyle -  9m 3.51s, the previous mark set over a decade ago by Kirstin Titheridge at 9m 10.62s;  and Kelly Newcombe, with her time of 1m 04.50s  claiming another of Kristin‘s marks for the 100m backstroke (was 1m 5.63s).  Kelly also toppled the 50m backstroke record held by Monique Robins.  Their record times were 30.50s and 30.77s respectively.

In the grade for 13 year olds Wellington’s Jordyn Mahanga not only produced the top breaststroke times of the meet, but also re-wrote all of the breaststroke records in her grade - setting times of 33.69s for the 50m, 1m 14.16s for the 100m and 2m 40.92s for the 200m breaststroke.  The previous times were 34.02s, 1.14.67s and 2m 42.68s

Five records tumbled in the youngest grade for 12 years and under.

Kurt Bassett  clocked 2m 22.74s backstroke ( was 2m 24.25s),  Emma Hunter claimed both the 50m and 100m freestyle marks with her times of 28.15s (28.58s) and 1m 01.21s (1m 01.74s) and Emily Thomas impressed with her backstroke times of 30.51s for 50m and  1m 6.33 for 100m.

Relay (4 x 50m) best times were recorded by the following regional teams:   

Canterbury in the girls 18/under freestyle 

Auckland in the boys 18/under medley, and boys 15/under medley relays.

Club relays also suffered changes of best-time holders –

New Zealand Titleholders;

Strong teams from Japan and New South Wales, along with other visitors from Pacific areas provided thrilling races in all grades.  

Most prolific winner of New Zealand gold medals was Nicholas Rolfe (Parnell) in the grade for boys 13years and under.  His victories came in the 100m and 200m backstroke, 200m and 400m medley, and all three butterfly events – 50m, 100m, and 200m which were outright wins.  New South Wales visitor John Took was rewarded with the visitor’s gold medals in the other five of these events.   

Nicole Goldsmid (Ice-breakers, Manawatu) took home six gold medals from the 14 year old girls events.  A measure of her outstanding improvements can be gauged by her record-breaking swim in the 800m freestyle.   She lowered her own mark set in January 2002, by 28.33s.  She also was unchallenged to win the 400m freestyle and medley events, and was the first NZer home after Aya Fukumoto (Japan) in the three butterfly events.

Damian Braddock (Capital) and Corney Swanepoel (North Shore) both had five wins in the boy’s 16year olds grade, as did Glenn Synders (North Shore) and Luke Fairbairn (Tornadoes) in the grades for 15years and 13 years respectively.

Damian dominated the backstroke and medley events, while Corney displayed his versatility by winning freestyle sprints as well as his butterfly treble in outstanding times.

Glenn Snyders (North Shore) produced the boy’s top- times for breast-stroke events at the championships - 50m 30.68s, 100m - 1m 06.49s, 200m - 2m 23.20s, to add to his gold medals in the 200m and 400m medley events in the grade for 15 year olds.

Luke Fairbairn (Tornadoes) collected his gold medals in the five freestyle events for boys 13 years and under, scoring outright wins over the Aussies in two of these.

Each with four titles were Rebecca Linton – 17yrs (Howick-Pakuranga), Georgina Toomey – 16yrs (Aquagym), Tracey Sheehan –16 (West Auckland Aquatics), Carl O’Donnell –15 (Russell Athletics Eagles),  Kelly Newcombe (WAQ), Ayla Dunlop-Barrett –14 yrs (Bell Block – Taranaki),  Karl Poole – 14 yrs (Rovers-Waikato), Kendall Cochrane – 13 yrs  (Greerton)  and Kate Harvey –15yrs (Raumati).

Triple titleholders for 2003 included Mark Herring –18yrs (West Auckland Aquatics), Michael Jack – 17yrs (North Shore), Lauren Boyle – 15yrs (WAQ), Matthew Gibson –14yrs (Ace – Waikato),  Jared Sandri – 14yrs (Southland),  Amini Fonua – 13yrs (Roskill), Emily Thomas – 12yrs (Enterprise-HP),  Jordyn Mahanaga 13yrs (Capital),

Sally Green –13yrs (TWS Dolphins).
