The   K. I. S. S.   theory 

for meet entries

K. I. S. S.      stands for “Keep It Simple and Streamlined”

No one really needs to do more work than is necessary.

Especially so at the really busy time of the season.

How to cut down approximately 95% of the work

Involved with lodging entries? 

At the Auckland Junior championships there were 2426 entries.

All but 90  (5 %) of these produced qualifying times at the meet.

So the only entries requiring “proof of qualifying times in the Qualifying period” were these 90.

NOT the 2426  - at the time of lodging the entries.

To put this into effect, the qualifying period should END at the meet

Qualifying period: from ….   (date) to performances at the meet.

At the time of entry swimmers can lodge PB’s for seeding purposes.

Note:   Swimmers select their lanes for the final,  

by the times they do in the heats.

Officials loading entries for the programme, should accept ALL times on face value.  

No need to change “custom times” to   “No Times”


No need to chase up PROOF and C files etc. ?

Where there is a FINE for unqualified entries (in qualifying period)

Swimmers know the chances they are taking, if they are borderline and have not done the time in the qualifying period.

What is acceptable as proof of a qualifying time ?

TIMES listed on official results of scheduled meets (listed on Calendar)

Or individual performances certified by a referee.

Just think how simple that would be if every club had a qualified referee,  

to sign off an Official Verification Certificate (as in USA) - that all conditions were OK, all rules of stroke etc were observed, and that there were three competent timekeepers. 

After all, qualifying times should be put into perspective.   

The only reason for qualifying times is to contain the length of the programme.
